Here are some excerpts from the renovation committee
meeting:

Flooring in the building. The committee agreed that:

1. Square vinyl flooring (good or commercial grade)
was most appropriate for the back of the building
(hallway, both RE rooms, and kitchen), but that
installation could wait until the front of building had
sub-flooring installed or even beyond. The square
vinyl is hardy and allows utmost flexibility in color,
design, maintenance, and repair.

2. Sub-flooring in the front of the building was top
priority, and it would be desirable to have that installed
for the November Open House service. The Schaffer's
informed us via telephone that the "Memphis dance
floor" is on indefinite hold because of leasing decisions
by the buyers/sellers. The committee decided to make



September 28 the deadline for action on the sub-
flooring. Ifthe dance floor materializes, we install that
sub-floor, if not we install the "blackboard/plywood"
sub-floor outlined by Billy Stevens in the meeting
room. In either case, the entrance hall and two side
rooms will have the glued, 2x4, moisture barrier, and
plywood sub-flooring. All this is contingent on costs
of materials and labor to install, but the committee felt
it urgent to move as funds permit.
